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The book publishes the first results of the revision of the lichen herbarium collection made during the
complex expeditions in the Sakhalin Region. The lichen herbarium is mostly based on collections of A.K. Ezhkin
and V.V. Kaganov. A significant number of lichen specimens was collected in nature protected and remote areas,
and in places with volcanic activity. At the moment, 1184 specimens (326 species) are mounted and stored in the
Herbarium of IMGG FEB RAS.



The book provides a brief historical overview of lichen research performed by various specialists in the Sakhalin
Region for all time. A catalog of all mounted herbarium lichen specimens and their systematic analysis of different data are
also provided. As an appendix, the book contains images of lichen specimens selected from the herbarium collections of
A K. Ezhkin.

The book is intended for botanists, students and specialists of biological sciences and everyone who is interested in
the nature of Sakhalin and the Kuril Islands.
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
